Buffalods first car-sharing plan expects to be in
operation in Allentown by May, offering cars for occa-
sional use without the hassles of car ownership.

Creighton Randall, interim executive director of
Buffalo CarShare, said, iWebre pushing for a mid-May
launch. Buffalo CarShare is affiliated with the Wellness
Institute of Greater Buffalo and is modeled on existing
non-profit car-share programs in Philadelphia and Ithaca.
It expects to receive a $100,000 grant from the New York
State Energy Research and Development Agency and the
state Transportation Department for its first year of
operation with the exception of purchasing vehicles.

Buffalo Car-Share has sublet space at 14 Allen St.,
sharing the office of the Allentown Association. The two
organizations are not otherwise affiliated.

fiWedre shopping for cars and low-interest loans,0 as
well as donations of vehicles, seeking late-model compact
cars with low mileage and good fuel economy, Creighton
Randall said.

Buffalo CarShare has launched a drive for fiPioneer
Members,0 with a suggested donation of $75, who would
receive a six-month membership. Registration for regular
membership will begin in late March with two levels. In-
troductory membership would cost $5 a month and $8 per
hour of car use plus 20 cents per mile, and would appeal
to persons wishing to use a car two or three times a
month. Frequent membership is priced at $20 a month
and $5 per hour for car use plus 20 cents per mile.

Buffalo CarShare hopes to have eight cars when it be-
gins operations, but the number will depend on how many
members sign up. Cars will be parked at donated spaces in
the Buffalo Niagara Medical Campus, the west end of

Allentown, and possibly other sites.

Members will receive electronic key fobs which
will allow them access to the car at the time it is
reserved for them.

fiWe hope to have 500 members by the end of the
year.

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Meetings set on charter schoolos plans for School 36

The ElImwood Village Charter School in Allentown
hopes to expand into the School 36 building at 10 Days
Park after School 36 closes in June.

The Allentown Association has scheduled two pub-
lic meetings in the Allendale Theater to enable residents
to hear representatives of the charter school discuss
their plans and respond to questions. The meetings will
be at 7 p.m. March 26, a Thursday, and March 31, a
Tuesday.

Elmwood Village Charter School opened in 2005 in
the long-vacant Telephone Building, which was exten-
sively renovated. It now has an enrollment of 175 in
kindergarten through sixth grade. The school has a 20-
year lease for the building.

The charter schoolds board of trustees hopes to pur-
chase the School 36 property and use it for its primary
grades, while adding seventh and eighth grades at the
Elmwood Ave. building,which would be retained for
the middle grades.

School 36 now has kindergarten, first and second

grades in the cityds only bilingual early childhood facil-
ity. Its program is to be transferred to School 76
(Herman Badillo) at EImwood Ave. and Tupper St.,
where a renovation and addition are under way.

The Allentown Association and Days Park residents
had hoped to attract a developer to convert the School 36
property to housing.

But that option now appears unlikely as interest
among developers has dried up with the economic
downturn, said Deborah Ellis, chairperson of the Asso-
ciationdés School 36 Committee.

The charter schoolds expansion plan is subject to ap-
proval in Albany by the state Board of Regents. Buf-
falo public school officials, viewing charter schools as a
competitor for state funding, have not been responsive to
the charter schoolds inquiries. But when School 36
closes it is expected to be declared surplus property
which the city can offer for sale.

Mental-health service moves to Main St. near North St.

A community mental-health center providing outpa-
tient services for mental health, alcohol and substance
abuse and continuing day treatment is moving to 1010-
1028 Main St., near North St., in the northeast corner of
Allentown.

The buildings are in the process of renovation for
conversion and moving the existing Buffalo General
Hospital program from 122 Goodrich St. in the Medical
Campus. The reuse was approved Jan. 28 by the city
Zoning Board of Appeals and exterior changes were
authorized in October by the city Preservation Board.

The Allentown Association took no position on the
reuse. There was sentiment in support of reuse of the
long-vacant structures, but concern about the addition of
an other human-service program in the community.

The Carl Paladinods Ellicott Development proposed
three years ago to renovate the two properties for office
space, and received permission to demolish a one-story

building at 1008 Main St, for parking space.

Jim Rhoades, an Allentown Association director who
is renovating three buildings on North Pearl St., at-
tended the Zoning Board hearing. He expressed concern
about parking problems and increased traffic on North
Pearl, but was told that issue was previously addressed
by the city Planning Board. The gated parking lot will
be used only by employees, not clients, and will have
an entrance and egress on North Pearl St.

Matthew Moscati the Allentown Associationds hous-
ing and historic preservation chairman, also attended the
Zoning Board hearing and said he was satisfied with
the description of the planned operation of the mental-
health center. Jim Rhoades and Matt Moscati both said
the notification process for nearby residents and the
Allentown Association was inadequate, particularly the
involvement of the Planning Board.

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Roosevelt Site ready to reopen this spring

With extensive renovations and the construction of a
new addition nearly completed, the Theodore Roosevelt
Inaugural National Historic Site will reopen this spring,
introducing a new guided-tour experience.

It will include a multi-dimensional series of interac-
tive approaches that will invite visitors, young and old
alike, to experience the site of Roosevelts inauguration
as a dynamic tour through time.

On Sept. 14, 1901, Buffalo stepped into the national
spotlight as Theodore Roosevelt took the oath of office
as the nationds 26™ president following the assassination
of President William McKinley. In a simple ceremony in
the library of the Ansley Wilcox mansion, Roosevelt be-
gan a journey that would forever alter the course of the
United States and the office of the presidency itself.
Seventy years later, on Sept. 14, 1971, the Greek Revival
mansion at 625 Delaware Ave. in Allentown was opened
to the public as a museum and a National Historic Site.
The Allentown Association played a significant role in
preserving the building.

Today, the site is at an exciting juncture, essentially
reinventing itself and becoming a museum for the 21%
century and new volunteer tour guides are being re-
cruited.

While a guided tour will remain the core of the first
floor experience, interactive exhibits, audio, lighting
techniques, and a fistorytellingo approach will transport
visitors back to the drama of September, 1901.

The orientation room will welcome visitors to the
sights and sounds of the Pan-American Exposition, of-
fering an opportunity to explore the excitement and trag-
edy of the fair through original Edison films, artifacts,
music and video.

In the historic rooms, visitors will follow Roose-
veltos arrival in Buffalo and the challenges and issues he
faced while residing in the Wilcox home for seven days.
The Wilcox library will bring the inauguration to life
through thoughtful interpretation by experienced docents
and a moving audio reenactment of the inauguration.
Visitors will also experience an all-new exhibit room
which will come alive with the faces, voices, sounds and
images of five major issues facing the country in 1901.:
AUrban Poverty & Immigration, Conservation, Big Busi-
ness, U.S. & the World, and Race.0

On the second floor, visitors will be on their
own to self-tour through interactive exhibits exploring
the impact of Rooseveltis presidency on the nation
and the world of his time, as well as its continuing
relevance to our lives today. One exhibit, a recreation
of Rooseveltds West Wing office in the White House,
will invite visitors to explore issues and actions of his
presidency through an interactive globe, touch a
screen fiportrait,0 and an opportunity to sit at the
Presidentds desk and decide whether to pass or veto
bills that Roosevelt himself considered. An Explora-
tion Room, comfortably furnished with period fur-
nishings, is devoted to discovery, reflection and fur-
ther interaction regarding Rooseveltds amazing life
and times. Visitors will be invited to further delve
into their favorite Roosevelt topics at an interactive
kiosk or browse through an astounding number of
books authored by Roosevelt. A special childrends
corner will encourage younger ones to explore on
their own, too.

The site has been closed since Dec. 30, 2007 for
the $2.5 million reconstruction, financed by federal,
state and private funds. A new two-story structure has
been built on the foundation of the long-demolished
carriage house just northeast of the mansion, to which
itis linked. Its design follows that of the original car-
riage house and contains an admission area, gift
shop, rest rooms and an expanded educational pro-
gram.

The site offers handicapped access, ample free
parking and special group rates. For further informa-
tion on guided tours, related programs and group
meal options, visit the website, www.nps.gov/thri or
call (716) 884-0095.

In preparation for its reopening, the site will hold
an orientation for new tour guides. Volunteers will
receive a multi-session training in historical content
and presentation skills to prepare them for conducting
tours of the Site, including restored rooms and newly-
designed exhibits.

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Fire destroys Hudson St. house, owner gets help

A 19th-century house at 331 Hudson St. was de-
molished after a Christmas morning fire inflicted heavy
damage.

No one was injured but the owner and his downstairs
tenants lost their homes and belongings.

Jeff Venning, 37, owner of the house and resident
of the second-floor apartment, was the beneficiary of
two fundraisers in January at Allen St. bars, Staples and
the Pink Flamingo. He was laid off from his production
job at Curtis Screw Co. shortly after the fire.

The city ordered demolition of the house after in-

spectors determined it was beyond restoring. Jeff Ven-
ning said he expects the demolition and mortgage costs
to take the whole insurance settlement, which has not
yet been reached.

The cause of the fire was electrical and it shot up
the chimney, destroying the roof, he said.

He bought the two-story, plank-board house five
years ago for $43,000 and had invested several thou-
sand dollars in a new roof and other improvements. It
was assessed at $46,000.

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Funding deferred for Wadsworth, North improvements

The cityds planned reconstruction of the intersection
of North and Franklin Sts. and Linwood Ave. is on hold
until funds become available.

Public Works Commissioner Steven J. Stepniak said

he hopes the $400,000 needed for the construction, as
well as funds for improvements on Wadsworth St., will
become available in the economic stimulus program
which Congress is considering.

In 2007 the city prepared designs for the North-
Franklin-Linwood rebuilding to improve pedestrian
safety.

fiWe are short about $400,000 for the construction.
We asked for the money needed for completion to be in-
cluded in the capital bond sale and it did not make the

cut. We continue to ask for funding, most recently as
part of the potential stimulus package,0 said Eric
Schmarder, deputy city engineer.

The design calls for reducing the size of the intersec-
tion so that north bound traffic from Franklin St. would
have to turn right on North St., then left, to enter Lin-
wood Ave.

Commissioner Stepniak said he hopes economic
stimulus funds will also be available for Wadsworth
St. improvements. The Allentown Association has
sought curb and sidewalk repairs, designated cross-
walks, historic signage and lighting and possibly re-
paving on Wadsworth.

Grants available to hide ugly gas meters

You can qualify for a landscaping grant to screen or
hide a gas meter in the front of your property in Allen-
town or any historic preservation district in Buffalo.

Call the Allentown Association at 881-1024 and
Andrew Eisenhardt, executive director, will help you
apply. The grants are up to $200 for a single-family

house, or $400 for a residence of two-three or four units

with multiple gas meters. Also, a matching grant is
available for income-producing properties not owner-
occupied, with an allocation of $50 per meter and a
$500 maximum. The grants are administered by the
Allentown Association and financed by a $25,000
contribution from the National Fuel Gas Co.
Foundation.

Since the grant program started, several grants have
been awarded and recipients have been creative, using

the grants for a metal trellis, plants, shrubs and a
miniature tree to hide ugly gas meters. The grants are
available to screen meters between the facade and the
curb.

The Allentown Association website,
www.allentown.org, has technical guidelines for the
grants. Application forms may be downloaded from
the website or obtained by contacting the Associa-
tion.

Urban Roots Garden Center, 428 Rhode Island
St., 362-8982, will help applicants choose
appropriate plants and install them at a flat rate to be
included in the application.

Or, applicants may apply for a do-it-yourself re-
imbursable grant and do the work, then submit re-
ceipts and a photograph of the completed project.
